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SUNDAY Read and reflect upon Matthew 11:25-30. We need physical rest, but even more,
we need to find rest for our souls. Thank Jesus for his promise: “Come to me, all
you who are weary and burdened, and | will give you rest.” Go to him and remain
in his rest.

MONDAY Pray for rest and recreation for Caspari staff while they take their vacations. Keep
their visa applications and the overall visa situation in your prayers. Pray for the
safety of Caspari staff and new volunteers traveling in and out of Israel.

TUESDAY Pray for the Caspari staff and work in North America. Pray for breakthroughs in
the work and to have key contacts among pastors who will support the ministry
and form a core “advisory group.”

WEDNESDAY Give thanks for the two leadership training seminars held in Beersheva in June.
Pray for the preparations for the fall seminars, two Shabbat school seminars and
a seminar for single believers.

THURSDAY Keep these ongoing things in your prayers: finalizing the rental negotiations for
the new premises; good progress with all unfinished publications; and the
international study program starting this fall.

FRIDAY Pray for new God-given ideas on how to develop the local ministry in Israel.

SATURDAY Pray for the Messianic summer activities, especially for children’s and youth
camps. Pray for every supporter of the ministry of Caspari Center all around the
world. Praise the Lord of the gospel that spread all around the world from
Jerusalem, and pray for those bringing it back to where it started.
